Please note: This is the only volunteer opportunity for those under 16 years old to work with their parent/guardian on. It does not take place on the farm, but can help fulfill volunteer hours.

Responsibilities
· Contacting Dreaming of a Chance BEFORE starting the project and getting it approved
· Completing the project in its entirety
· Fundraising for any supplies that you may need for the project
· Responsible for keeping track of volunteer hours

Location & commitments
· Commitment: Variable – depends on the project size
· Minimum: Time it takes to complete the project in its entirety
· Location: Virtual or In Person (Does not have to be NYS)

Examples of Project Types
· Doing supply drives to collect items such as food, waterers, feeders, and such for our rescues
· Building projects - Involves fundraising for the costs and building something for the sanctuary
· Fundraising – Fundraising benefitting our sanctuary (can be large or small scale)
· Advocating – Creating a presentation about poultry and presenting it to an audience 
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
